
BRO Access offers the cableway manager a widespread tool for capturing 
and evaluation of all relevant customer data, in order to provide a better 
service on the one hand, and to start targeted advertisement campaigns 
on the basis of the captured customer data on the other hand. 

At the cash point a data file for each new customer is going to be created. 
This includes his photo, name, address, telephone, e-mail,… up to his size 
of shoes. A bought ticket (lap, hour, subscription) is now assigned to the 
customer and will be lodged onto a vacant RFID - wristband (transponder). 
The customer now has time to get changed, to watch the riding, or to buy 
equipment in the pro-shop. At the rental desk he is immediately getting the 
right size of wetsuit and vest, as the data can be called up there as well 
(optional customers terminal).

As recently as the customer logs himself in at the starting dock, his ticket 
is going to be activated and his time contingent is starting. The operator 
can see through the photo on the monitor which customer is next and the 
still available contingent. 
When loading onto the cable, the transponder is assigned to the carrier, 
and the ticket can be devalued accordingly to the amount of laps rode.
